For 2008 

1) A Competition. In 2007 all college and high school students from across the 
country and young members of the armed forces will be invited to submit entries 
on what they would do if they were elected President of the United States. 
Entries may be in written, video or audio form and may include art, graphics, rap, 
poetry, or essays.  Submissions will be reviewed and a distinguished panel of 
students, teachers, artists and government officials will select finalists.  

2) A one or  two hour TV broadcast.  A PBS Special broadcast in the fall of 
2008 will be built around the winning ÒIf I Were PresidentÉÓ entries.   

3) YouTube as a producer partner  to handle submissions and postings.  
Google as a promoter? 

4) An interactive  website.  The ÒIf I Were PresidentÉÓ site will provide a wealth 
of information for adult users, teachers and students, on many levels. Throughout 
2007 and 2008, all three sites will feature ÒIf I Were PresidentÉÓ entries. 
5) An educational outreach campaign.  The Media & Policy Center Foundation 
and their coalition partners will work to extend the mission of the broadcast to 
educators, students and parents around the country. The full educational media 
package will be made available to high school educators, parents, and outreach 
partners, complete with lesson plans aligned to national standards for civics.  

6) A Companion  book . The best poems, essays, and student submissions of 
the competition will be published at the same time as the PBS special is aired.  
Copies of the book will be available on the website and in stores.  
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
